William Clifton Hubbard of Chestertown, MD, passed away on Saturday, July
25, 2020, at his home. He was 81. 

Born on January 27, 1939, in MA, he was the son of the late Clifton Lloyd and
Olive Gertrude Comins Hubbard. He graduated from Amherst Regional High
School, where he wrestled and played football. He enlisted in the United
States Navy until he was medically discharged and later, he served in the
United States Air Force Reserves, for over 20 years. Bill was a Technical
Sergeant, serving in Desert Storm/Shield. He worked in aircraft repair and
service with 439 AMS and retired after 24 years. 

In 2003, he married Evonne Johansen, and they made their home in
Chestertown. Mr. Hubbard sold Christmas trees for the Chestertown American
Legion Post #36 and was very involved with the community. 
He was a model airplane enthusiast, sports fan, and was very proud of his
military service. Bill enjoyed smoking cigars, golf, bocce ball, gardening,
collecting antiques and owning Siamese cats. He was a president of the
Hampshire County Radio Control Club, and director of the historical society in
New Hampshire.
