He was a member of the Tred Avon Yacht Club and the
St. Andrews Society of the Eastern Shore. 

 

Mr. Macindoe is survived by his wife of forty-two years, Beverly Harrison
Macindoe; one son, William Neilson Macindoe and his wife Jean; and two
granddaughters, Katherine and Anne Macindoe of Annapolis. He is also
survived by two brothers, Robert Macindoe of Trappe and Colin N. Macindoe
of Easton; and a sister, Mary Powell of Easton.
