On Friday, December 18, 2020, William (Bill) Keith Parsons, loving husband
and father, passed away at the age of 88. 

Bill was born August 13, 1932, at home in Parchment Valley, Jackson County,
WV. He was raised in West Virginia and Ohio and he moved to Maryland in
1958 to work for the Washington, DC, Highway Administration. He lived in
Kensington, MD, and later Highland, MD, until his retirement in 1993.
