Mr. Pinder played softball on several different leagues throughout his lifespan
and enjoyed coaching his boys in little league ball. He was so proud of his
children and grandchildren, and especially loved when the great-grandchildren
were in his presence. He was an avid sports fan of all sports, but especially
loved football and the Cincinnati Bengals. He loved playing jokes on people
and experiencing Christmas time, his favorite time of year. He enjoyed older
country music, bluegrass, and gospel music as well. But his favorite, was his
early Saturday morning shopping excursions with his two favorite ladies, his
sister, Betty, and dear friend, Ruth Pinder. No trip was complete without his
Grand Slam breakfast at Denny’s.

In addition to his parents, he is predeceased by his brother, James “Bob”
Pinder.
