William worked for different companies, including Washington College, before working on
his own. He painted many historic homes in Chestertown, including the town hall, the
police department and many other homes in the area. Bill’s passion was for painting,
which he did for 51 years. He loved what he did and he enjoyed every bit of it. His job
helped him meet many people and he established many friendships through his work. Bill
loved being with his grandchildren and family when he wasn’t working. When he had a
“couple extra dollars,” he enjoyed going to Dover Downs. He enjoyed watching the
Ravens play and even went to his first Ravens game last year.
