Wm. Vernon Haddaway of Stevensville, MD, passed away on August 12,
2017, at Anne Arundel Medical Center.

Vernon was a charter member of the
Grasonville Volunteer Fire Department and Chief Engineer for nine years; an
honorary life member of the Kent Island Volunteer Fire Department; and a boy
scout leader.
